Eligibility and Media 

This exhibit is open to all artists in the United States working in clay; work must have been completed within the 

past 18 months. All submitted entries must represent tableware, either functional or decorative.  A maximum of 3 

pieces per artist will be reviewed.   

 

Prizes 

All accepted entries will compete for a “Best of Show” Award.  The winner of the award will receive $200.00 (Two 

hundred dollars).  “Best of Show” will be announced during the Opening Reception and images of the winning piece 

will be featured on 18 Hands Gallery website during the month of August. 

 

Installation 

“Dining In VII” is a juried exhibition on display through the month of August 2014 with an opening reception to be 

held during the Houston Heights “White Linen Night” celebration August 2nd. 

The exhibition will feature handmade items for the well-appointed dining table. This includes plates, chargers, 

bowls, candleholders, tureens, ladles, centerpieces, spoons, forks, knives, drinking vessels, etc.  

Complete place settings are also welcomed and count as a single entry. Artists may enter in any or all of the 

categories below: 

    1) Place settings: place settings (dinner plate, salad or dessert plate, soup or salad bowl.) A place setting counts 

as a single entry. 

    2) Decorative & Side Pieces: Additional pieces for the table  

(casserole dishes, platters, candleholders, vases, pitchers, etc.) 

    3) Serving Pieces & Partyware: Festive and whimsical pieces for entertaining (serving plates & platters, sushi 

plates, olive trays, hors d'oeuvres plates, etc.) 



Fees 

There is a $25.00 entry fee, payable to 18 Hands Gallery at the above address. 

 

Digital Images 

CDs or emailed high quality JPEG images (info@18handsgallery.com) will be accepted for review. Please submit 

only JPEG format images, 180 – 300 DPI.  CDs to be returned must be accompanied by SASE. 

Enter one image per work unless more than one view is necessary for detail work.  There is a maximum of two 

images per piece.  Images of accepted work will be retained.  By entering “Dining In: An Artful Experience” and 

submitting images, the artist gives 18 Hands Gallery permission to use those digital images for publicity purposes. 

Accepted artists will be required to submit an artist statement and biography.  Any work that differs appreciably 

from the submitted images may be rejected at the discretion of the review committee.   

 

Insurance 

18 Hands Gallery will take great care in handling all work.  The work will be insured while in 18 Hands’ possession.  

The artist is responsible for insuring work while in transit (both ways).   

 

Sales 

All pieces accepted in the show must be for sale.  The commission rate is 50%.   All entries must quote retail price. 

 

Shipping 

Accepted work may be hand delivered (appointment required) or shipped (prepaid) to arrive between July 15 and 

July 26, 2014.  Deliveries should NOT be scheduled for Mondays or Tuesdays.  Insurance while in transit is the 

artist’s responsibility.  Unsold work will be shipped back at the artist’s expense.  Please include prepaid shipping 

labels or payment for return shipping with your work.  18 Hands Gallery will not return work that does not include 

payment for return shipping.  Unsold work will be boxed and returned in the following order:  local pickup, prepaid 

labels, completed forms with UPS or FedEx account numbers, payment by check, payment by credit card, payment 

by stamps. 

 

Additional Requirements 

All works must remain at 18 Hands Gallery for the duration of the show. 18 Hands Gallery reserves the right to 

photograph work for publicity purposes. Submission of this application signifies the artist’s understanding and 

acceptance of the rules and conditions of the show. 

 

Jurors 

The Display Committee of 18 Hands Gallery will determine acceptance to the show.
